PROVINCIAL SUPPORT OFFICER REPORT

Along with their day to day duties, Support staff have completed, on behalf of National Office, a Den survey
on all groups in the Province. This task was to collate information on Scout groups den details, as well as
status, be it owned, leased, rented or shared.

A National Summer Camp suney was also completed to discover how many Scout groups throughout the
country went on annual camp.

With new child protection legislation being implemented, it is imperative that ALL leaders are registered at
National Office. During the summer support sta ff sent a list of PENDING leaders to all groups who have
leaders in this category. Pending means groups have a leader(s) registered on the database, but who have
not completed the relevant paperwork. Support staff are currently contacting all Group Leaders  to get
these adult members properly registered. Any potential leader, who has not been Garda Vetted or Access
NI checked, must not be interacting with our youth members until cleared by this process.

The NMC has directed that ALL leaders involved in Scouting Ireland must be registered by 17™ March 2010
at the latest.
